History of our Church

The First Spiritualist Society of East Aurora

traces its roots to the 1860s. Services in
the early years were held in several
locations in East Aurora, including in
dedicated space above a store on the
north side of Main Street near Riley Street.
In the autumn of 1911, the members
incorporated and built the church building
at the corner of Temple Place and Millard
Fillmore Place. Prominent local
businessman and First Spiritualist Society
President H. W. Richardson, who owned
the local cheese factory and electric
company, purchased the church land with
the legal assistance of local lawyer Wells
Parker. Hiram Savage, another prominent
citizen, was vice president of the society at
the time. Church members contributed to
the cost of the land and its construction.
The building was dedicated November 11,
1911, and is one of few church buildings in
the world built by Spiritualists, for

Spiritualists. A capt

by East Aurora cabinetmaker Henry
Morrow, was presented to the society in
August 1902 and is still used today by the
church organist.
